1. Site Plan Review Law Revision:  V. Bryant led the Board through a review of what is expected to be the final revisions to the Site Plan Law. Producing a final draft has been problematic due to the use of multiple computers in updating the document. There was discussion about different sections of the document and if the language is specific enough. Generally, the law allows for assistance from consultants; the language should stand the test of time, as the definition of a word like “adequate” may change over time, which leaves flexibility in the law.
